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Installation Preparation  

 

1. Engage parking brake. 

 

2. Turn key OFF.  

 

3. Electric Carts Only: Place  

Tow/Run Switch in Tow. 

 

4. Remove canopy  

(black arrows). Retain 

hardware. 

 

5. Remove rear struts  

(red arrow). Hardware is 

located inside of sweat-

er basket. Discard struts 

and hardware. 

 

 

 

 

 

6. Remove the front seat 

back cushion (black 

arrows). Retain seat 

back and hardware. 

 

NOTE: Remove TORX  

bolts by hand. 

 

7. Remove sweater  

basket / SAM Assembly 

(red arrows, 4 bolts  

total). Discard sweater 

basket / SAM assembly. 

Retain hardware.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

8. Remove both canopy supports. Discard supports and 

retain hardware.

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Rear Seat Kit Installation 

 

1. Use a 3/8” drill bit to open up the (2) rear 

and outer most holes in the bagwell area.  

Drill completely through the rivet and the 

frame. Driver side hole not shown. 

 

2. Loosely fasten the vertical support brackets 

to the bagwell area using  (2) 10mm x 40 

Hex Head Bolts, (4) Flat Washers and (2) 

Nylock Nuts (Bag #1).  

 

3. Loosely install the seat platform to the rear 

body using the Original Hardware removed 

in Step 7 (red arrows) and 8 (black arrows). 

 

NOTE: Protect the rear body from scratches 

with a thick blanket or clean piece of card-

board.  An extra installer is recommended

4. With the platform folded, loosely install the seat frame to the vertical support  

brackets using (2) 10mm x 25 Hex Head Bolts, (4) Flat Washers and (2) Nylock 

Nuts (Bag #2).   

(Folded Edge of Platform)

5. Loosely fasten the 

footplate to the 

vertical support 

brackets using  

(2) 10mm x 35 Hex 

Head Bolts,  

(4) Flat Washers 

and (2) Nylock Nuts 

(Bag #3).   

 

 

 

 

6. Loosely fasten the  

longer leg of a handrail 

to the rearmost portion 

of the seat platform 

(blue arrow) using  

(1) 10mm x 45 Phillips 

Head Truss Bolt, (1) Flat 

Washer & (1) Nylock Nut 

(Bag 4).  

 

7. Slide a footplate support 

bracket over the long 

end of the handrail until 

the holes align (black 

arrow).  The bracket will 

cradle the footplate.  

Loosely fasten the 

bracket and handrail to 

the footplate using (1) 

10mm x 80 Hex Head 

Bolt, (2) Flat Washers & 

(1) Nylock Nut (Bag #4).  

 

8. Repeat Steps 6 and  

7 for the opposite  

handrail. 

 

9. Place the seat back 

support frame between 

the handrails.  Loosely 

fasten the support 

frame to the bottom of 

the handrails (red arrow, 

page 6) using (2) 10mm 

x 70 Hex Head Bolts,  

(4) Flat Washers and (2) 

Nylock Nuts (Bag #4). 
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10. Loosely fasten the top of the handrails to the support frame (green arrow, page 5)  

using (2) 10mm x 70 Hex Head Bolts, (4) Flat Washers, (2) Nylock Nuts  and (2)  

Spacers (Bag #4).   

 

11. If reinstalling the OE top, complete  

steps 12-15. 

 

12. Use a chisel or flat head screwdriver  

to remove the (2) sweater basket  

assembly pins that were under the  

canopy support brackets.  

 

 

13. Loosely fasten the new rear 

struts to the seat back support 

frame (red arrows) using (2) 

10mm x 75 Hex Head Bolts, 

(2) Spacers, (4) Flat Washers 

and (2) Nylock Nuts (Bag #2). 

 

14. Loosely fasten the rear strut 

brackets to the rear struts, 

seat platform support bracket 

and the seat platform (black 

arrows) using (2) 10mm x 65 

Hex Head Bolts, (4) Flat  

Washers and (2) Nylock Nuts 

(Bag #2).  

 

15. Loosely fasten the rear strut 

brackets to the body of  

the cart using the Original  

Hardware (blue arrows). 

 

 

 

 

16. Install the rear seat back 

brackets to the rear seat 

back using (4) 6mm x 25 

Hex Head Bolts, (4) 6mm 

Lock Washers and  

(4) 6mm Flat Washers  

(Bag #5). Hand tighten. 

 

NOTE: The driver and  

passenger side brackets  

are different.  
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17. Loosely fasten the seat support brackets on 

top of the support frame using (2) 10mm x 

45 Hex Head Bolts, (4) 10mm Flat Washers 

and (2) 10mm Nylock Nuts (Bag #5).  Rear 

seat back is not shown. 

 

NOTE: The seat support brackets have (2) 

vertical mounting holes for adjustment.  

They can be mounted closer to the front or 

closer to the rear of the cart depending on 

the driver’s height. 

 

 

 

 

18. Install the front seat back cushion using the Original Hardware. Hand tighten. 

 

19. Tighten all hardware. 

 

20. Align the recessed areas on the seat bottom cushion with the locking tabs on the 

seat platform (yellow). Slide the seat bottom onto the platform until it locks into 

place on the locking tabs.    
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

21. Fasten the handle to the seat platform 

using (2) 6mm x 20 Phillips Head  

Countersunk Screws (Bag #5). Hand  

tighten to lock the seat bottom into place.  

 

 

 

 

 



22. If installing struts for an extended top, install 

them to the rear seat back support frame.  

 

23. Reinstall top using Original Hardware (if  

applicable).
